Agricultural Educators use a three-circle model of 
instruction to teach students about agriculture, food and 
natural resources. The model includes classroom and 
laboratory instruction, leadership development (FFA), and 
experiential learning (SAE). The successful integration of 
each of these three components results in a strong program 
that produces well rounded individuals prepared to be 
leaders in agriculture, business, and industry.  Students 
gain knowledgeable in a wide variety of skills, including 
science, math, communications, leadership, management 
and technology.
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Fifty-four students received top FFA AgriScience Awards during the recent South Dakota FFA Convention. The SD FFA 
Agriscience Fair recognizes students who gain real-world, hands-on science experience in agricultural areas.

Agriscience students use scientific principles and emerging technologies to solve complex problems related to agricul-
ture, food and natural resources in six different categories (Animal Systems; Environmental and Natural Resource Sys-
tems; Food Products & Processing Systems; Plant Systems; Power, Structural & Technology Systems; Social Systems).
